1. Discussion Questions on Schweitzer

1. How does Schweitzer find meaning in his life?  What is the foundation of this meaning? 

2. How does Schweitzer distinguish "evangelism with words" and "evangelism with deeds"? In what ways do you agree/disagree with this distinction? 
3. How does Schweitzer's family respond to his decision to enter medical school? What is their justification of their response?  Have you experienced a divergence between your vision and that of your family/friends?  How have/might you negotiate this divergence? 
4. How does Schweitzer justify his venture?  
5. Schweitzer plans to "live" until 30, meaning pursue what he enjoys [science and art], and then devote himself to direct service to humanity?  What do you make of this distinction?  Do you agree with/disagree with his use of talents and joys in service?  Do you have an "until 30 plan"?  Why or why not? 
6. Schweitzer ultimately won the Nobel Prize, a prize devoted to peace-making. What is at the core of Schweitzer's "greatness"? 
7. How does "I resolve to be a jungle doctor" connect to Christian Vocation?  how does it connect vocation to job?  Vocation beyond job?  

8. How does Schweitzer connect to the biblical texts for this unit?  Sermon on the Mount? Romans 12? Colossians?
