1. ROOM DESCRIPTION:  All graduate students will be assigned to a double room in one of the College’s residence halls.  All rooms are air conditioned and have phones.  Institutional linens (two towels, washcloth, blanket, sheets, and pillow) are provided for each resident.  The lounges on the dorm floor are equipped with a refrigerator and stove, but do not have a microwave or coffee maker.  Every residence hall has laundry room facilities in the basement.

2. CHECK-IN and ROOM KEY:
You will receive information via your Messiah College email about where to pick up your key and check in to your room.  Upon departure from the residence, the room key must be returned in accordance with the directions you receive.  Failure to do so will subject you to a charge of $60.00.  A room key may not be duplicated.  If the room key is lost or stolen during the term of occupancy, a charge of $60.00 will be made to the student’s College account.

3. DATES OF RESERVATION:  With the exception of those made for the Art Education courses, all graduate program reservations will be for five nights (Sunday afternoon through Friday at 9:00 a.m.).  Housing for students in the Art Education program will be for 10 nights (checking-in the afternoon before the first day of class and checking-out the morning of the last day of class).  	

All reservation requests must be made at least three weeks in advance of the check-in date.

5. 6. e. The cost of any loss of or damage to facilities and equipment will be billed to your specific program, which can then bill the person responsible.
f. Unmarried couples of the opposite sex are not permitted to room together.
g. Check out time for all dorms is 9:00 am.
