How The Profs Got Here: Rowan claimed the New Jersey Athletic Conference Championship with a 6-0 

record this season, earning the program’s fifth straight trip to the ‘Big Dance’. . .with no league tournament 

in the NJAC, Rowan’s perfect regular-season record sufficed for the conference’s automatic bid, helping 

the Profs to their 17th NCAA post-season appearance overall. . .ranked eighth in the Kookaburra/NFHCA 

Top 20 Poll, Rowan has rich history in at the NCAA level, as the Profs won the 2002 national championship 

with a 21-0 record. . .the program reached the national semi-finals in 2000 and 1998 and the quarter-finals in 

’05, ’03, ’01 and ’99. . .last season, Messiah and Rowan hooked up in an all-time classic, with the Falcons 

getting the golden goal with 31.1 seconds remaining in double-OT en route to a 2-1 third-round decision.

. .ranked seventh in the latest Kookaburra/NFHCA Top 20 Poll, the Flying Dutchmen crushed visiting 

Wittenberg University in first-round play, cruising to a 9-0 win Wednesday. . .that was LVC’s most 

lopsided win in its NCAA Tournament history, propelling the team to its fourth straight second-round 

appearance. . .Rowan and LVC have met twice in NCAA post-season play, splitting decisions in the 

1992 and 1993 tournaments. . .Lebanon Valley has advanced to the Final Four on four occasions, 

making the final weekend in 1996, 1997, 2006 and 2007.

the Eagles’ second loss to the Falcons on the year. . .the teams have yet to meet this season.
