Sequencing:

ACCT 142 must be completed by 2nd semester of sophomore year

BUSA 281 must be completed by 1st semester of junior year 

BUSA 356 should be completed by the 2nd semester of junior year.

MATH 108 or 111 must be completed by 1st semester of sophomore year.
The semester at Temple should be done in the fall of the senior year.  However, students can spend the spring semester of their junior or senior year at Temple, if they take the Temple equivalent of BUSA 351 or 450 (FIN 3507 or FIN 3503).
