IBI Internet Situations

Lithuania-
	Vilnius-	Hotel said they had wired internet, but it only worked for a handful of people.  It was free, but they only had so many cords.
	Klaipeda- There was free wireless at the dorm, but you could really only get it in the lobby.

Russia-
	There was wireless at the hotel, but you had to buy time cards in order to use it.  For an hour card it was 100 rubles.  You could break up the time, but it would round up the time to the nearest 10 mins, so it got used up very quickly.  You could buy a 24 hour card but you could not split up the time.

Germany-
	The hotel’s internet was very expensive!  I think that an hour was 8 Euros.  I highly recommend finding an internet café.  My favorite was Merlin’s which is right down the road to the left of the hotel.  It was a good place to eat and as long as you bought something even just a drink you could use the internet.   Most of our meals were on our own here so you can very easily eat there (or any other internet café) for your meals.

Czech Republic-
	Well the hotel made a mistake and gave us free internet, but otherwise you need to pay for it.  Not sure how much it would cost.  This was a crucial spot to have internet because we needed to work on a class project and the internet from here till when the project was due was not as great.

Austria-
	There were no wireless capabilities at the sports center.  There were only two hard wire ports (maybe two more, but not many.)  This led to long lines.  It was free to use the internet.  There were not many other options nearby.  I did find that there was internet at the Laundromat, but it was very expensive (2 Euros for 30 mins or something like that.) 

Switzerland-
	Lucerne- The hotel offered internet, but on their computer.  It was very, very expensive not unlike other things in Switzerland.  Depending on which side of the building you stayed on, some people were able to access wireless, but it was very weak.  The café in the hotel had a password that you could get if you went and ate there.  Again, the signal was very weak.  I think some people found an internet café, but I know that it was a little bit of a walk from the hotel.  Since this was where our projects were due, it would have been nice to have a little better internet.  
	Geneva- Here we had to pay for internet.  Again, internet was very, very expensive.  I don’t remember all of the prices, but it was about 8 francs for an hour.  There were some common computers and if you paid for time you could get wireless, but I couldn’t get the signal.  I ended up just not buying internet there.  






Netherlands-
	 The hotel could sell you internet cards for 24.95 Euros a week.  I think most people just paid online (KPN’s website) and got a month for 44 Euros.  The good thing is that the same internet provider is at The Hague so paying 44 Euros was the best option.  Some people split the cost and the internet time but this was sometimes difficult.  The strength of the internet in the rooms wasn’t great.  Most people had to sit downstairs to get a good signal.  
France- 
	In the hotel there was wireless internet and it was free.  Every day you had to get a new password from the front desk and sometimes they did not work very well, but they would also give you new ones to try.  Using their internet you could not download anything or use Skype because the internet wasn’t strong enough.

England-
	Well we all know what we thought of Bankside House…but another issue was the internet.  It was about 2 pounds for an hour and you had to sign up at the front desk.  Since we were all germaphobes at that point, most people chose to find internet elsewhere.  I know that next to the hotel there were two cafes where you could get internet.  You have to buy something to eat in order to use it.  I am not sure many people used the internet during this part of the trip because they didn’t want to be near the hotel.  Also since the schoolwork was mostly done there wasn’t much we needed from the internet.  Also, if you needed to call home, for 5 pounds you could get a phone card from the front desk and it was very cheap to use and you got a lot of time.
