2. Brief statement (1-2 pages) relative to how the nominee has provided
outstanding leadership and/or service to improve family living and strengthen
families.

3. Any supporting documents (e.g., vita, works produced, newsletter articles
describing their work) or other letters of recommendation (at least one
additional letter of support is recommended) which further substantiate #2.

4. Name and contact information of nominator (address, e-mail, phone number).

Nominations are due to by September 1 each year.
