All graduate counseling students are required 
to complete at least one Practicum and one 
Internship as part of their coursework.*  In 
order to ensure these field experiences go 
smoothly, there are several assignments you 
need to complete BEFORE enrolling in your 
Practicum/Internship course.   
 
These requirements are: 

• Securing a site 
• Moving to the appropriate Phase  

(Phase Two for Practicum and Phase Three 
for Internship) 

• Completing the items listed on the 
“Practicum/Internship Preparation 
Checklist”
