Introductory Activities

1. 
Show pictures:  star, cloud, sun, rain, snow, planet, wind, moon

2.
Ask questions:

· Which makes you hot  (cold, wet)?

· Which are big? 

· Which are in the sky?

· Which do you see at night?

· Which do you like?

Expansion Activities

1.
Bring in a five-day forecast (in English) from the internet.  Guide students in a discussion using statements and questions such as:

· On Monday it will be sunny.

· On Tuesday in Canada it will be snowy.

· Tomorrow it will rain.

2.
Bring in a planet chart in English.  Teach  students to say the planets in English.  If desired, make a model of the planets.

3.
Bring in clothing for different kinds of weather, such as:  hat, raincoat, gloves, boots, swimsuit, sunglasses, umbrella.  Teach the name of the object, and make sentences such as:

· You need an umbrella when it’s rainy.

· You need a swimsuit when it’s hot.

· I wear my coat when it’s cold.

· I use sunglasses when it’s sunny.

4.
Show a video clip about weather in another part of the world.  Ex:  people skiing in Canada; camels walking in the dessert.  Have students make sentences such as:

· It’s very cold there.

· It’s very dry there.

· I want to go there.  

· I don’t want to go there.

5.
Listen to the song “Awesome God”.   Explain the meaning of “awesome” and talk about why God is awesome (because He created the world).  Teach the motions.  (Watch the video tape… or show the videotape in class.)   Give more advanced students the words.  Have them underline words that they know.
