Paper

e Includes all types of paper with the exception of carbon paper, used paper cups, plates and
napkins, waxed paper, used tissues, candy wrappers, paper towels, and cellophane.

e Place your paper in the brown paper bags provided (in apartments), or containers located in the
lobbies of the Residence Halls and academic buildings. When the bag is full, take it to the green
totter (labeled Office Paper) and dump it in loose and continue using the paper bag provided.
DO NOT mix with cardboard.

Fun Facts: Newsprint is one of the easiest papers to recycle because it has no chemicals or fillers. One
average, each person uses 2 pine trees worth of paper products each year.

Cardboard/Chipboard
e Includes cereal, cracker, soda boxes, and clean pizza boxes. Remove the foil inserts and food
residue from the pizza boxes before placing in any recycle bins.
e Boxes must be flattened and placed in the cardboard containers located behind the Residence
Halls.
Fun Fact: Over 75% of cardboard boxes are made into new boxes.
