Seniors become eligible for the alumni award in the year in which they walk for graduation. December graduates are eligible.

5.
Student classification for the alumni merit award is determined by their classification at the beginning of the current school year.

Each member of the Awards and Recognition Committee will review all materials received and nominate finalists for the award. Based upon Committee discussion of those nominations, the finalists will be selected by majority vote. Nominations will be rated on:
