Responsibilities: To help insure the interests and promote the benefits of this arrangement for all parties involved, Messiah College has developed this memorandum of understanding to describe the mutual responsibilities between the College and your organization, hereafter named as community partner.

A. Responsibilities of the College

1. Encourage the students' productive contribution to the overall mission of the community partner;

2. Designate the Agapé Center summer work-study student as coordinator and contact for the event;
3. Maintain communication with the community partner;

4. Clarify Messiah College policies and procedures, including the Community Covenant;

5. Provide general liability insurance covering student participants within limits approved by Messiah College;

6. Enforce any additional rules and procedures that are mutually agreed upon in advance in writing between the College and the community partner; and
7. Facilitate transportation to and from the community site.

B. Responsibilities of the Community Partner

1. Provide an on-site supervisor who will be responsible for the safety and supervision of students;

2. Provide adequate orientation and site specific training;

3. Make available equipment, supplies, and space necessary for the students to perform their duties;

4. Assign duties that are appropriate, progressive, and challenging;

5. Provide safe working facilities;

6. Notify the Agapé Center summer work-study student of any changes in the program status or schedule;

7. Communicate community partner policies and standards to the students and to the Into the Streets Coordinator
8. Communicate as necessary regarding student performance, concerns, and successes with the Into the Streets Coordinator. 
Terms of Agreement: The length of the agreement will be one day for the Into the Streets activity for incoming students of Messiah College held on August 28, 2009. This agreement must be re-evaluated in the event of staffing changes in either party.

Duration of Agreement: This memorandum of understanding shall be in effect for the day of August 28, 2009.
