Trip Descriptions


Allentown Rescue Mission (Allentown, PA)

Allentown Rescue Mission is an organization that provides rescue, rehabilitation and restoration for adult men in crisis situations. Service will include serving meals, assisting with their Social Enterprise department and more.

World Impact (Newark, NJ)

World Impact is a Christian missions organization dedicated to ministering God's love in the inner cities of America. In Newark, NJ, World Impact assists in the education of children by working with the Newark Christian School, Bible clubs, and after-school programs. The team will be assisting in Newark Christian School classrooms and helping World Impact with work projects they will provide.

Whosoever Gospel Mission (Philadelphia, PA)

The Whosoever Gospel Mission is a Christian nonprofit organization whose purpose is to provide shelter, food, clothing, education, counseling, rehabilitation and other assistance to homeless and/or needy men, women and children in the Philadelphia metropolitan area. They also provide a long term New Life Program for homeless men. Service may include assisting with serving meals, sorting donations for the thrift store, and more.

Habitat for Humanity (Harrisburg, PA)

Habitat for Humanity works together to build and repair houses, ensuring simple, decent, and affordable housing for low income families in the greater Harrisburg area. The team will most likely be assisting current Habitat workers with on site projects. Those who are skilled in construction work may be eligible to be a supervisor of projects through Habitat for Humanity. However, all levels of experience are certainly welcome to serve. 

Fellowship House (Camden, NJ)
The Fellowship House strives to lift up Christ while ministering to the needs of the people in the heart of Camden, New Jersey. A refuge for weary neighbors and a lifeline in one of the most distressed areas of Camden, it has served the community for over 40 years. Teams will serve the large population of children in this area by assisting with an after school program and also helping the Fellowship House with projects such as painting, cleaning, and organizing.
