· All submissions must include the following identifying information for each photograph submitted:
· Location of photo;

· Date photo was taken; 

· Brief description;
· Category of photo (Human Interest (people), Student Action, Cultural Landmarks, or Learning in Action)

· Names of individuals in photo.
