Choral Program, Messiah College

Membership for all choirs is open to students of all majors.  Auditions will be held the first week of school in the Climenhaga Fine Arts Building.

Concert Choir (MUEN 111) Consists of approximately 45 mixed voices, chosen by audition. Literature includes varied repertoire from classical through 21st century choral literature.  Principal performances include Christmas concert and Spring Break tour. European tours, recordings, performances with Harrisburg Symphony Orchestra are also a regular part of Concert Choir schedule. Two rehearsals per week. (Meets T/R from 4:00 – 5:30)

Choral Arts Society (MUEN 112) College-community chorus, consisting of approximately 80 singers. Active in the four-month period, January-April. Annual spring concert presents a major choral work with full orchestral accompaniment. One rehearsal per week. (Meets T from 7:15-9:30 Jterm and spring)
Women's Ensemble (MUEN 113) This chorus of college women performs in the Christmas concert in the fall and in a campus concert in the spring. One rehearsal per week. (Meets Monday from 7:00 – 8:30)

Men's Ensemble (MUEN 115) this chorus of college men performs in the Christmas concert in the fall and in a campus concert in the spring. One rehearsal per week. (Meets Tuesday from 7:30 – 8:30 Fall Semester, and Th from 5:45-6:45 Spring Semester) 

Chamber Singers (MUEN 116) is a select vocal ensemble auditioned from the ranks of concert choir. This 16 member group performs repertoire that encompasses all styles and genre. (Meets Friday from 11:00 – 11:50, fall, 11:30-12:30, spring)

Jazz Singers (MUEN 114) consists of 16 vocalists plus a rhythm section. Performs jazz and popular classics. Performance schedule includes two on-campus appearances and occasional off-campus programs. One rehearsal per week. (Meets M/W from 4:00 – 5:30)

Opera Workshop (MUEN 149) consists of 15 to 20 select singers and 1-2 student pianists.  Opera Workshop has one performance consisting of opera scenes from varied time periods in various languages or a complete performance of a one-act opera.  This ensemble meets during the spring semester for 3 hours per week...
Music Ministry Team (MUEN 139) Small student ensembles of varied instrumentation which perform in off-campus worship services. Open by audition.
