Eligibility: 

All Messiah students are eligible. Women’s intercollegiate players are not eligible, including seniors who played this past fall. Men’s teams are limited to 2 club volleyball players.
Roster Policies:

1. Roster limit is 12 players. You may register with fewer.
2. Women’s collegiate players are not eligible. 

3. Men’s club players are eligible.  However, in the spirit of fair play, no more than two club players will be allowed to register with one team.

4. Roster changes may be made by phone (ext. 2246) and email (hgreer@messiah.edu) through the second full week of play (2/23/12).  Rosters will be frozen following that date.
5. All players must have completed a waiver form and turned it into the Rec. Sports office before they are eligible to play.

Playing Rules:

1. Games will be scored using rally scoring.

2. The first two (2) games will be played to 25 and the third to 15.

3. Each game won or lost within a match will be counted as such.

4. Matches will be played in 45 minute time slots.  The winner of the third game must be up by 10 points to get a win for the game, if the game must end due to time restraints.  No winner will be named if the last game was not finished and neither team had at least a 10 point lead.  
5. There will be a RS staff member at each game as well as an official. Teams are expected to respect both staff persons. 
6. A team may start/play a game with as few as four (4) players; any less will result in a forfeit. 
7. A ball may be played off of any body part, just as long as the ball stays on that side of the court. For the ball to be passed over the net, it must be passed using hands/arms.  

Expectations:

1. Teams will be expected to show up on time to each match and notify the other team and the RS office in advance if they plan to forfeit.  

2. Teams will be expected to play within the rules of the game, as established by Messiah College Rec. Sports.

3. Teams will be expected to treat each other with respect and resolve disputes in non-confrontational ways.

4. Teams will be expected to respect the RS staff and game officials as the decision making authority in charge of running their contest.  

5. Teams will be expected to issue any complaints with the RS Supervisor at the end of the contest, so they can be resolved quickly and necessarily.
