Application & Agreement for Summer Room 2009
I would like to apply for summer housing at the Messiah College Philadelphia Campus under the terms described below. My signature below indicates I agree to abide by the policies and expectations of Messiah College as a pre-condition for obtaining housing and understand that failure to do so will result in my being asked to leave the premises.

POLICIES & EXPECTATIONS:

1. During the summer months, the Philadelphia Campus “belongs to maintenance” and priority is given to projects for the maintenance and repair of the rooms, common areas, and other physical plant operations. Custodial care will be minimal in public areas and at times may be practically non-existent. Thus, summer residents must exercise extra care and responsibility to help keep common areas clean and orderly.

2. As a result of the priority mentioned in #1 above, certain rooms may not be available for summer housing, and residents may be asked to vacate a room and move to another if maintenance is necessary. Disruptions of this sort will be minimized as much as possible.

3. Application alone does not guarantee an assignment. The Director of Community Life will review all applications and base decisions on available space and the applicant’s reason for being on campus.

4. Application is made with the understanding that rooms will be filled to capacity.

5. Renters who are not employed full-time by MCPC are responsible for their own board (meals). Students taking summer courses at Temple University may want to find out how they can purchase a summer meal plan at Temple University.

6. The renter shall keep the rented area and common areas in a clean and sanitary condition. No animals or pets are permitted on the college premises.

7. Renter will be held liable for any damages to the facilities above normal wear and tear.

8. College-owned furniture may not be moved in or out of the rooms without prior approval of the Faculties Manager.

9. The rented area may not be used as a business location or sub-let to any other individual(s).

10. Utensils, food or equipment may not be taken from the Cafeteria.

11. No smoking, open flames, burning of incense, etc. is permitted due to insurance regulations.

12. All renters must be current Messiah College students (enrolled at Messiah for fall semester). Therefore, the renter is expected to abide by the Community Covenant of Messiah College for the duration of their residence at the Messiah College – Philadelphia Campus. Specifically, the renter agrees to abstain from all use of tobacco, beverage alcohol, and illegal drugs. Members of the opposite sex are not permitted in rooms except during designated visiting hours. Consideration of others and concern for the general welfare of each member of the summer community is the attitude expected for each person living here for the summer.
13. Overnight guests must be registered and may not reside on the premises for more than three (3) days at a time without a fee.

14. The College maintains the right for its authorized representatives to enter the premises at reasonable times for purposes of maintenance or inspection.

15. Room fees are calculated at $100.00 per week, and are to be paid in advance at least on a weekly basis.  Lump sum payments are also welcome since they cause less bookkeeping work. Checks should be made payable to Messiah College. Payment is made at the receptionist’s office at 2026 N. Broad Street. Weekly payments must be made by Noon on the Friday proceeding the week being paid for. Lost key charge is $50 per key.
