2. 	�High school/college transcript(s) and
national exam results (if applicable)

3. 	�Official test scores (e.g. SAT, ACT, CLT, TOEFL,
IELTS, Pearson PTE or Duolingo English Test)

4. 	�Affidavit of Support with corresponding
reliable financial documentation

Not sure what tests you should take? Here is what 
we recommend:

• If you attend an English-language high school
or want to be considered for our highest merit
scholarship awards, take the SAT, ACT or CLT.

• If you attend a school with non-English
instruction, submit your TOEFL, IELTS or
Duolingo English Test scores (80 minimum
TOEFL, 6.5 minimum IELTS, 53 minimum
Pearson PTE, 105 minimum Duolingo
English Test).

• If you take national or international exams
at your school, you must submit your results
(IGCSE, O levels, WASSCE, etc.).
